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What would the world be like without Steve Jobs, the
pioneer of the personal computer revolution? It's a valid
question, given the fact that the founder of Apple who lost
the battle to pancreatic cancer on October 5, 2011, was
given up for adoption at birth. If he had been aborted, the
world would have been a very different place from the one
in which we live today.

Frequently described as this generation’s leading
visionary, Jobs started a company in his garage and
transformed it into the world’s most valuable company with
a net worth of $337 billion. Not only did he invent the
Macintosh computer, but also the iPod, iPad and iTunes.

In a 2005 Stanford University commencement address,
Jobs painted a brief picture of his beginnings: “It started
before I was born. My biological mother was a young,
unwed college graduate student, and she decided to put
me up for adoption. She felt very strongly that I should be
adopted by college graduates, so everything was all set for
me to be adopted at birth by a lawyer and his wife.

“Except that when I popped out they decided at the last
minute that they really wanted a girl. So my parents, who
were on a waiting list, got a call in the middle of the night
asking, ‘We have an unexpected baby boy; do you want
him?’ They said: ‘Of course.’ My biological mother later
found out that my mother had never graduated from college
and that my father had never graduated from high school.
She refused to sign the final adoption papers. She only
relented a few months later when my parents promised that
I would someday go to college.”

Jobs’ biological parents were Joanne Simpson and
Abdulfattah John Jandali. At the time,
Joanne’s parents would not allow the two to
get married.

“I wanted to meet (my biological mother)
mostly to see if she was OK and to thank her,
because I’m glad I didn’t end up as an
abortion,” Jobs said.  Eighteen years later
saw the Roe v. Wade Supreme Court
decision, which paved the way for millions of legal abortions
to take place in the US over the following years. In 1955,
abortion was nowhere near as prevalent as it is today.

TWO ABORTION DOCTORS

A 16-month investigation into a botched late-term abortion
conducted by two out-of-state doctors that led authorities to
find 35 late-term fetuses in a Maryland clinic’s freezer has resulted
in the arrest and multiple charges of murder for the two.

The two doctors, Dr. Steven Brigham, of Voorhees, N.J. and
Dr. Nicola Riley of Salt Lake City, Utah, were indicted by a
grand jury for murder under the state’s viable fetus law.

The investigation began in August 2010 after a botched
procedure at Brigham’s Elkton clinic. An 18-year-old woman
who was 21 weeks pregnant had her uterus ruptured and her
bowel injured. Rather than call 911, Brigham and Riley drove
her to a nearby hospital, where both were uncooperative and
Brigham refused to give his name, authorities said.

A search of the clinic after the botched abortion revealed a
freezer with 35 late-term fetuses inside, including one believed
to have been aborted at 36 weeks, authorities said.

Brigham, 55, is charged with five counts of first-degree
murder, five counts of second-degree murder and one count
of conspiracy. Riley, 46, faces one count each of first- and
second-degree murder and one conspiracy count.

According to regulators, Brigham would begin abortions in
New Jersey and have his patients drive themselves to
Maryland to complete the procedures, taking advantage of

their more permissive laws. Brigham was not
authorized to perform abortions in New Jersey
after the first trimester, and regulators called his
actions manipulative and deceptive.

“These two individuals should be in jail for
the rest of their lives,” the Rev. Frank Pavone,
national director of Priests for Life, said. “Even
those who believe abortion should be legal can

join with us to stop the out-of-control practices of people like
Brigham and Riley.”

Use of adult stem cells — which does not require
killing a tiny human being— is successfully treating dozens
of diseases and medical conditions.

The Gallup polling firm conducted a national survey
with a random sample of 1,018 adults, aged 18 and older
from across the nation and found, by a 24 percent margin,
61-37 percent, Americans take the pro-life view that abor-
tions should either be legal under no circumstances or
legal only under a few circumstances.

“Americans are rather conservative in their stance on
abortion, with 61 percent now preferring that abortion be
legal in only a few circumstances or no circumstances. By
contrast, 37 percent want abortion legal in all or most cir-
cumstances,” Gallup analyst Lydia Saad wrote. “Over the
past two decades, Americans have consistently leaned 
toward believing abortion should be legal in only a few or
no circumstances, although less so in the mid-1990s than
since about 1997, when combined support for these has
averaged close to 60 percent.”

Breaking down those numbers further, Gallup found this
pro-life view as seen across the board — with 60 percent
of women and 61 percent of men saying they want all or
almost all abortions illegal. Women actually take a stronger
pro-life view than men with 24 percent of American women
wanting all abortions made illegal and 36 percent wanting
almost all illegal, compared with 19 percent of men who
want to ban all abortions and 42 percent of men who want
to prohibit almost all.

Given the current administration's pro-abortion record,
pro-life groups will be working overtime to educate Ameri-
cans and urging them to support the other nominee, who will
almost certainly be someone who is pro-life.

A 16-month investigation into a botched late-term abortion
conducted by two out-of-state doctors that led authorities to
find 35 late-term fetuses in a Maryland clinic’s freezer has resulted
in the arrest and multiple charges of murder for the two.

The two doctors, Dr. Steven Brigham, of Voorhees, N.J. and
Dr. Nicola Riley of Salt Lake City, Utah, were indicted by a
grand jury for murder under the state’s viable fetus law.

The investigation began in August 2010 after a botched
procedure at Brigham’s Elkton clinic. An 18-year-old woman
who was 21 weeks pregnant had her uterus ruptured and her
bowel injured. Rather than call 911, Brigham and Riley drove
her to a nearby hospital, where both were uncooperative and
Brigham refused to give his name, authorities said.

A search of the clinic after the botched abortion revealed a
freezer with 35 late-term fetuses inside, including one believed
to have been aborted at 36 weeks, authorities said.

Brigham, 55, is charged with five counts of first-degree
murder, five counts of second-degree murder and one count
of conspiracy. Riley, 46, faces one count each of first- and
second-degree murder and one conspiracy count.

According to regulators, Brigham would begin abortions in
New Jersey and have his patients drive themselves to
Maryland to complete the procedures, taking advantage of

their more permissive laws. Brigham was not
authorized to perform abortions in New Jersey
after the first trimester, and regulators called his
actions manipulative and deceptive.

“These two individuals should be in jail for
the rest of their lives,” the Rev. Frank Pavone,
national director of Priests for Life, said. “Even
those who believe abortion should be legal can

join with us to stop the out-of-control practices of people like
Brigham and Riley.”
